Borough Council Meeting Minutes

November 19th, 2012

PRESENT: President Zygmont, Vice President LaSorsa, Councilpersons Fleming, Hegele, Tompkins, Rich, and Sheedy, Acting Borough Manager/Public Works Superintendent Zollers, Assistant Borough Secretary Hegele, Chief of Police Gardner, BCO Fugate, Solicitor Pionzio, Engineer Dougherty and Treasurer Kalnajas.

ABSENT:  Mayor Hawkes was absent tonight.

CALL TO ORDER: President Zygmont called this Council Meeting to order at 7:00 PM

INVOCATION:  Councilman Hegele led the invocation for the November 19th, 2012 Council Meeting with a moment of silence for Mayor Joe Celano.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:  The Pledge of Allegiance was led by Chief Gardner.

President Zygmont announced that this meeting is being taped by the staff. He stated that there are two opportunities on the agenda for the public to address Council. The first privilege of the floor is for voting agenda items only.

PRIVILEGE OF THE FLOOR FOR AGENDA VOTING ITEMS:  There was no comment from the public.

MAYOR’S REPORT:  President Zygmont stated that Mayor Hawkes was absent tonight due to a work related function.  There was no Mayor’s report for this evening.

PRESENTATION RETIREMENT BADGE – OFFICER OTTEY:  Chief Gardner presented Officcer Robert A. Ottey Jr. with his retirement badge.  Officer Ottey is the longest serving police office since 1903.  On December 2nd, Officer Ottey retired with 41 years of service to the Hatboro Borough Police Department.

TREASURER’S REPORT:  Treasurer Kalnajs presented the Treasurer’s report for the month of October 2012.  He noted a balance of $3,728,385.17.  Interest earned for the month totaled $355.75 on all accounts.

ENGINEER’S REPORT:  Engineer Dougherty stated he had nothing to report this evening.

MANAGER’S REPORT:  Manager Zollers stated that the paving, curb and ramp project on Jefferson and Corinthian Avenues is done.

Fee Revision – Amendment – PFM Advisors – Non-Uniformed Pension Plan - Vice President LaSorsa motioned to approve the Fee Revision Amendment to Investment Advisory Agreement – PFM Advisors – Non-uniformed Pension Plan, motion seconded by Councilman Hegele, all ayes, motion carried 7-0.

Fee Revision- Amendment – PFM Advisors – Police Pension Plan – Vice President LaSorsa motioned to approve the Fee Revision Amendment to Investment Advisory Agreement – PFM Advisors – Police Pension Plan, motion seconded by Councilman Hegele, all ayes, motion carried 7-0.

Local Services Tax (LST) Ordinance No. 1013 – President Zygmont announced that a special meeting will be held on November 28th, 2012 at 9:00 AM to vote on this ordinance.

SPECIAL UPDATES:

Councilperson Fleming stated she had no updates for this evening.

Councilman Hegele stated he had no updates for this evening.

Vice President LaSorsa stated all of Council is in receipt of version 2 of the 2013 Operating Budget; this version also includes a summary.  The proposed budget summary will be available for the public beginning on December 4th.  He stated the budget will be adopted at the December 17th, final meeting of the year.  He was happy to announce there would be no increase in Real Estate taxes in 2013.

President Zygmont announced that the December meeting dates have been changed due to the holidays, the Committee meeting will be on December 3rd and the Council meeting will be on December 17th.
